Taste of Galle, a food festival and a street carnival, will be held in Galle city from
September 2 to 4, 2011. The event will coincide with the test matches to be
played between Australia and Sri Lanka in Galle.

The event will also see traditional dancers performing at street parades. Groups
of actors will bring to life the historical story of the city of Galle and characters
from Sri Lankan folklore, like Andare and Gajaman Nona.

Fishing Competitions have also been organised as part of the festival. Tourists
and visitors are welcome to take part.
